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- In the center of Moscow, opposite the Alexandrovsky Garden near the Kremlin wall you can see an assemblage of buildings in the classical style. In 1793 Matvei Kazakov, the well-known Moscow architect, created the building for the first Russian University founded by Mikhail Lomonosov, the great Russian scientist.

In 1755 the University was founded.
First it held only three faculties

1) philosophy
2) medicine
3) law
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The University founded in 1755 was the first European university which didn’t have a theological faculty. At first it had only three faculties- philosophy, medicine and law with ten chairs. Later new chairs were organized including the first chair of agronomical science in the world. The University together with its remarkable library was burned down in 1812 but after the war was over architect Gilardi restored the old building, to the state in which we see it now. Monuments to Herzen and Ogarev, two Russian revolutionary writers, were erected in front of the building. Both of them just like many other famous Russian poets, writers and scientists studied at Moscow University. The University has given the world many men of letters. Among its graduaters were Griboedov, Lermontov, Belinsky, Pirogov, Sechenov, Timiryazev and many others.

Today 16 departments of the University have 30,000 under-graduate and post-graduate students of different nationalities and 2,500 students from 105 foreign countries. The University has a lot of laboratories, research centers, museums, botanical gardens and observatories. I’d like to invite you to study in our University.

Harvard University is a private, coeducational institution of higher education, the oldest in the United States. In 1636 a college was founded by the Great and General Court of the Massachusetts Bay Colony. It was opened for instruction two years later and named in 1639 for English clergyman John Harvard, its first sponsor .Harvard gradually acquired considerable autonomy and private financial support, becoming a chartered university in 1780.

 From its earliest days Harvard established and maintained a tradition of academic excellence and the training of citizens for national public service. More U.S. presidents have attended Harvard than any other college: John Adams, John Quincy Adams, Theodore Roosevelt, Franklin D. Roosevelt, and John F. Kennedy.

- Each state in America has its own system of education and each state controls and supports at least one university. In the USA a student who has finished high school may want to continue in higher education, There are several ways to do it: universities, colleges and technical schools .Most of the US Universities have a central campus. Colleges of Law, Business, Medicine, Engineering, Music and Journalism can be found on one campus. During the first two years they follow a basic programme. It means that every student must select one course from each of the basic fields of study: English, science, modern languages, history. After completing 4 years of study the students receive a Bachelor Degree, with an additional year of study he may receive a Master’s Degree and after two or three years of study graduate work and writing the dissertation he receives a Doctorate Degree.

a) Eton (Lida)

- Royal college Eton is the most privileged and aristocratic college in the world. Eton is one of nine oldest men’s colleges. Pupils are members of the most aristocratic English families. Many prime ministers of Great Britain got their education in Eton. Also great English writers and poets: Edgar Po, George Orwell and Jan Fleming studied there. The history of Eton began in 1440 and since that moment the college has always been under protection of a royal house. Originally, the school was designed only for 70 pupils- boys from notable families. Certainly, for 500 years Eton has changed. Today already 1200 boys study here. The curriculum is made for everyone individually and with a sight on the future specialization. After classes pupils study at musical schools, play in their own theatre, learn economy, astronautics, go in for sports, play cricket.
