Both teachers and parents are now beginning to see that stress-free education is not
necessarily a wonderful idea. Actually, many find the relaxed atmosphere at schools annoying, if
not unacceptable.

Children learn certain basic values such as responsibility, a sense of obligation and loyalty
in their childhood. The acquisition of these is largely facilitated not by equality and partnership
with the child's elders but by wisely applied discipline, where the child feels loved and respected
but simultaneously learns to respect others. Extreme leniency often results in the child's refusal to
cooperate, and then restoring day-today working relationships becomes a painful task.

However, discipline is not supposed to mean terrorizing kids or abusing their rights. It
should be understood as a healthy combination of sensible requirements and tolerance towards
inevitable mistakes.
