I live in the village of Bezozernoye. It is included in the Bureiskii district.  My village is situated in the western part of the district, just on the border on the Mikhailovskii district. The Bureiskii district is named after the Bureya River. It is the home of the bright sun, of untouched forests and picturesque landscapes. Our district is rich in forests, deposits of building materials. Its flora and fauna are comprised of many different varieties. The most important transportation system of Europe and Asia goes through its territory. And of course, our pride is the Bureiskaya hydroelectric station. It gives the opportunity to provide energy not only to many regions of the Far East but also to other countries. 
The district got its name 70 years ago. But its history had begun earlier. There is some information that the district was founded in the same year as our village. Bezozernoye is 75 this year.
On the 21st of February, 1932, the state farm “Raichikhinskii” was founded. It included five departments. At first it was a part of the Mikhailovskii district. New buildings, farms, workshops and houses were built. This is one of the first streets, Kuznechnaya Street. It began to be built in 1934. It consisted only of three houses. The first inhabitants were Kluchevskoi Ivan Ivanovich, Leonenko Praskov’ya Leontevna, Gurtovoi Stepan Mikhailovich.   By 1935 all the buildings were concentrated around two departments. At the end of the fifties villages Pravaya and Staraya Raichiha, Uspenovka   joined   the state farm.  But it had existed for four years in such staff. Then there was a state farm “Uspenovskii”.
The first director of the state farm “Raichikhinskii” was Gavrilov. Then the farm was headed by Lin’kov, Chmutin B.I. 
The state farm reached its prosperity in the 70-ies. It was one of the best farms in the Bureiskii district. It became possible thanks to the work of many farmers. Among them are Lubov’ Innokentevna Safronova, Ivan Vasilevich Kievtsov, Vasilii Pavlovich Dubovik, Olga Fominichna Maslak, Yelena Konstantinovna Dotsenko and others.
There are some interesting facts about the names of our villages. By 1964 the villages of our state farm had no names. They were called the first and the second departments of the state farm “Raichikhinskii”. On the 17th of August, 1964, villagers of the second department decided at the meeting to give the name “Bezymyannoye” to their village. There were other proposals, for example, giving the names Dubovskoye, Razdol’noye. But the village got the name Bezymyannoye. Such meeting was held at the first department as well, on the 1st of September, 1964. There were 175 people there. The head of the village Soviet V.N.Sitnikov proposed the name “Rovnoye” for the village. People supported him and there was a decision about giving the name “Rovnoye” to the village. But   the district authorities decided in a different way. Maybe the relief didn’t seem flat for them or something else but they asked the regional Soviet of Deputies to register the village as Bezozernoye. And the village justifies its name. There are no lakes or big rivers here but there are dams and the river Kupriyanikha near the village   which offer many types of fish and give the gambling chance to go one on one with a pike, carp, sheat-fish.
The tragic page in the history of our village as well as of the whole country is the Great Patriotic War. 88 villagers went to the war. They fought against fascists at many fronts. 27 people fell during the war. There is a memorial to the fallen people near the school. We’ll always remember those who saved the world. It’s a pity that there are fewer and fewer veterans left in our village. Only three veterans are alive: Kolyada Vasilii Semyonovich, Deikun Aleksei Fyodorovich and Karev Pyotr Egorovich. We often invite them to school. They tell the students about that terrible time. Besides, many people who worked during the war are also guests of honour at our school. A small museum was opened at school with the help of our History teacher Medvedeva Anna Alekseevna in 2005. It was her dream. It’s regrettable but she died in a month after this event.
School has always been the central place in the village. This year the school and all the school-leavers will celebrate the 50th anniversary. Its history began in that way. The first school was built in 1935. It was a primary school. Children from the 1st till the 4th classes studied there. In 1949 it became the seven-year   school. Those who wanted to go on further education had to go to Poyarkovo. Only in 1957 a new wooden two-storied building of Raichikhinskaya secondary school was built. There was a boarding school for children from other villages. The modern building of school was built in 1981.
The head of the seven-year school and then of secondary school was Danilina Antonina Georgievna. She had been the head of the school for 25 years. I’d like to say a few words about her. She had lived long and difficult life. Antonina Georgievna was born in  the Penza Region in 1916 in the family of a poor peasant. Her way to the education was long. After the primary school she learned the profession of a turner and worked at the machine-building plant. Then she was sent to   study at Kuibyshev industrial rabfac and in 1936 she entered the Moscow Institute of History, Philosophy and Literature. In 1941 when Antonina Georgievna was in the 4th course she was sent to work in the Amur Region. First she worked in Poyarkovo, then in Korshunovka and in 1948 she became the Head of  Raichikhinskaya School. Danilina A.G. was the member of the Communist Party, conducted an   active public work. Moreover, she was a member of the society “Knowledge” and often read lectures in the club and other villages. Antonina Georgievna was rewarded with many medals and diplomas. In 1971 she was decorated with the Order of October revolution. Besides she had the title of an Excellent teacher. Her name has been written down into the regional Book of Honour. Her pupils remember her with great gratitude. Danilina A.G. was a kind and understanding person. She was always ready to help and understand other people. She herself had to experience much sorrow. Without a husband she brought up three children, gave them education. The eldest son became a pilot, the younger son and daughter became teachers as their mother. But Antonina Georgievna outlived her children and her eldest grandson. She lived her last years with the younger grandson in Belogorsk.
I can’t help telling you about one more person. He is Kazennov Mikhail Illarionovich. He was born on October, 22, 1922 in the village of Voznesenovka, Michailovskii district. He got the seven-year education in Zavitinsk. Then Michail Illarionovich finished the courses of teachers and was sent to work in Yukhta.   It was in 1941 and soon he went to the front. Kazennov M.I. participated in the battle at Moscow where he was wounded. Then there was Orel, Kursk, Bronitsa. He met the victory in the Eastern Prussia. Kazennov M.I. was decorated with the Order of Red Star and other medals. After the war he worked as a teacher at first in Voznesenovka, then in Bezozernoye. He had worked for 45 years. And not one generation of people will remember him.
There are fine words about school: “Russia is famous for its teachers, pupils bring glory to it.” I quite agree with these words. There are many school-leavers of Raichikhinskaya School we can be proud of. Among them are: Samko Lena (she graduated from Moscow State University), Sitnikov Basilii (studied at the Institute of foreign languages), Chertuhin Biktor (became an officer, served abroad), Shelud’ko Ivan (worked in the Novosibirsk academic town) and many other people.

Today the school continues the nice traditions of the past. The students of our school get sound knowledge and enter higher institutions. Our students take part in sport competitions, different contests and conferences not only in the district but also in the region and in Moscow. There are many talented teachers at our school: Kasakova L.G., Kochegarova T.M., Piven’ N.V., Semyonov A.I., Ignatyuk I.V., Zakharchuk N.N. and many others. We are proud of them and want to follow them.
There is an opinion that the village will exist till there is a school and I share this opinion. The village is in a difficult situation now. The collective farm is on the verge of bankruptcy, most of people are unemployed, young people leave the village. But in spite of these facts I believe that the village has a chance to revive. And Mayakovskii’s words come to my mind: “I know there will be a town; I know the garden will bloom when there are such great people in our country”
